| am saddened Pastors Finney or
Gruenwald are not our current pastor.
It would be nice if the process of
calling a pastor were faster. We're
now two and a half years without.
There have been a variety of ideas that have spread
because of this. One is that somehow we as a
church would just call someone and not use the call
committee. Though | understand the expediency of
doing so- this idea is disrespectful to those on the
call committee who have put in years of work-
surveying the congregation, deciding what we as a
congregation want: someone who can find joy in
being our pastor as they visit shut ins, work with
multiple staff, female and male church leadership,
offer pastoral care, lead contemporary and
traditional worship, live in the northwest, and the like.
We have to have 75% of our voting members approve
of this person. Without a recommendation from a
call committee, | don't see how we can achieve that
goal. With the call committee- we have made this
happen twice in the last 13 months. That's very
impressive!

Some have pointed out a recommendation from the
call committee is not outlined in the bylaws nor
constitution-which some take to mean we shouldn't
have one. However, I've never heard anyone in the
LCMS taking a call without a recommendation from
a call committee. It also doesnt say in the
constitution and bylaws we should worship on
Sunday mornings or if we should have Sunday

That doesn't mean we shouldn’t do those
things. You're welcome to dislike the system. It is very
unique. However, it would be even more difficult to
have 100 people come to consensus to make a
decision to hire anyone without a smaller group doing
the work. This is why the call committee exists.
Please pray for the Holy Spirit's continued work
through the call committee, submit names of pastors
you think can do the work, and ask how you might
support them.

Where is the hope in all of this? Well for one last year
we found the salary guidelines for the northwest
district were low compared to the Midwest. We then
alerted the district to the problem- and they raised the
salary guidelines for the entire northwest and will
continue to do so for the next three years until we are
in line or greater than Midwest guidelines. Also
partially because we've been without a pastor- a few
folks have begun thinking about pastoral ministry.
Please pray for Jeff over the coming weeks as he
heads to Concordia St Louis to see if that's God's
desire for him and his family’s I|fe He will be leading
us in worship on Sunday April 26™.

God is still at work within us and within you. May you
see that!
